	Abstract
	Abstract is not included or extremely limited.
	Abstract misses one or more major aspects of carrying out the experiment or the results
	Abstract references all major aspects of the experiment, but some minor details are missing


	Abstract summarizes all aspects of the experiment and the results in a concise yet effective manner
	

	Introduction
	Introduction is not included, off-topic, or is extremely limited (one paragraph or less)
	Describes some background research for the topic, but information may be off-topic, irrelevant, or confusing. 
	Includes all necessary parts of the Introduction and meets page requirement (1.5+ pgs), but could improve the level of detail or analysis


	Fully explains the purpose and relevance of the topic, and analyzes background sources to support the hypothesis.  Includes multiple in-text citations. 
	

	Hypothesis (part of Intro)
	Does not include a hypothesis/goal, OR the hypothesis/goal is irrelevant


	The hypothesis and/or goal for the experiment is partially identified, but unclear or illogical
	The hypothesis/goal for the experiment is identified but is not fully explained
	The hypothesis/goal for the experiment is clearly identified and explained, and is supported with background research.
	

	Materials and Methods
	Materials and procedures are not included, incomplete, or are too vague to understand.  The experiment would not be replicable with the information given
	Materials and procedures are unclear, or are not in complete sentences.  The experiment would be replicable only if several revisions were made.
	Materials and procedures are listed in complete sentences, but could be more clear.  The experiment would be replicable with a few minor adjustments.
	Materials and procedures are listed clearly and in complete sentences.  The experiment would be easily replicable from the procedures given.
	

	Results
	Data is not shown OR is inaccurate.
	Explains the data in written form, but graphs/ tables are either not included or are not relevant to the results.
	Represents the data in tables and/or graphs, but graphs may not be fully clear or accurate (ex: hand-drawn graph). Graphs and tables are labeled and titled but may be missing parts.
	Clear and accurate representation of the data in tables and/or graphs. Graphs and tables have labels, titles, and figure headings.  Includes 2 – 3 sentences summarizing each graphs.
	

	Discussion
	Does not include discussion, or discussion is off-topic or extremely limited (one paragraph or less)
	Discusses some factors that may have affected the data but does not fully explain results, and/or does not meet page requirement (1.5+)
	Explains the data collected but does not discuss graphs or calculations. Discusses factors that may have affected the data.
	Clearly explains results mean by discussing data, graphs, and calculations. Thoroughly discusses factors that may have affected the data.
	

	Conclusion
	Does not include a conclusion
	Conclusion is too limited or vague
	Gives a minimal summary of the findings
	Skillfully summarizes the findings in 2 – 3 concise sentences
	

	Works Cited (Bibliography) /Research
	Works Cited is not present, or is not complete (ie not in MLA format)
	Attempts to follow MLA formatting for Works Cited, but citations are incomplete.  In-text citations are not included
	Works Cited is in MLA format, but does not meet minimum for number of sources (5).  Includes some in-text citations.
	Works Cited is in MLA format and includes at least 5 sources.  In-text citations are used frequently.

	Does not follow basic formatting guidelines
	Follows some but not all formatting guidelines
	Follows most formatting guidelines
